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Frequently Asked Questions 
 
When is Sesame Street Presents: The Body open? 
Sesame Street Presents: The Body is open from 10am to 
5pm Fridays, Saturdays, and Sundays, with the additional 
holiday dates of February 16, March 25 & 26, April 8 & 9, 
and April 15 & 16.  We are closed February 22 for the 
Academy Awards. 

Where is Sesame Street Presents: The Body located at the Hollywood & Highland Center? 
Sesame Street Presents: The Body is located on the 2nd level directly across from Starbucks and 
California Pizza Kitchen. 

Could you please explain the admission policy? 
Our admission policy of every child being accompanied by at least one adult and every adult 
being accompanied by at least one child is for the safety of our young guests and to insure that 
children are being supervised by an adult.  One adult may bring multiple children. 

How many tickets should I purchase? 
Each child's ticket is $10 and includes 1 free accompanying adult.  Each additional adult ticket is 
$5.  For example, if you have 2 children and 3 adults in your party, you would purchase 2 child's 
tickets and 1 additional adult ticket.  Similarly, if you have 1 adult and 2 children in your party,  

Are tickets available at the door? 
Yes, tickets are available for purchase at the door on all operational days; however there may 
be a wait if we are at our capacity.  If tickets are purchased in advance online, you have a 
reservation that allows you entrance at your reservation time. 

How long is the average visit? 
While the length of visit varies from guest to guest, the average length of time spent in the 
exhibition is about one hour. 

What is the target age range? 
Sesame Street Presents: The Body is designed for children aged 2‐8 years.  The exhibition is 
designed so that there is something for each age level to enjoy and learn.   In addition, we do 
have 18 month olds who enjoy the exhibition.  For example, our younger guests can dress Elmo 
for different activities in Elmo's World, create a sandwich or a healthy meal using wooden 
puzzle pieces, enjoy a pretend play area in Baby Bear's Mini Mart, or slide down a slide in Super 
Grover's Obstacle Course.
